  Junior shooters between the ages of eight and fourteen years of age must be accompanied by an adult 
   who possesses an active FID or LTC.  A waiver of liability must be signed by the accompanying  
   adult.     
 
  Eye and ear protection are mandatory on the firing line. Open bolt indicators are required and will  
   be provided. Accidental discharges – shooter will be asked to cease fire and at the discretion of the        
   Match Director/CRO may be DISQUALIFIED from the match. Range Rules and Match Commands 
   will be explained by the CRO prior to the beginning of the Match. These Rules and Commands are 
   for the safety of all and must be understood and followed. 
 
 
   A designated FIREARMS SAFE AREA will be provided and identified with a sign. No ammunition 
   is allowed in the SAFE AREA. This area is provided for firearms maintenance, sight adjustments  
   etc. OPEN BOLT INDICATORS MUST BE IN PLACE WHEN FIREARMS ARE UNATTENDED. 
 

DIRECTIONS 
 

Across from the State Police barracks on Route 20 in Sturbridge take New Boston Road. Follow it for 

approx. 2 miles until you drive over the Mass. Pike, Hamilton Road is the next left. Go onto Hamilton Road, 

the club house is about ½ mi. on the right, enter the driveway and parking area, the pistol range is located to 

the rear left of the parking area (brown building with two large picture windows, enter building on parking 

lot side).
